Suzanne Perdue, Corey’s mom, is also an alumni of the Band, graduating with the Class of 1972.  There was only one band and one chorus back then.  Suzanne went on the band trip to Washington, DC, as a freshman, to march in the Cherry Blossom Festival Parade and remembers marching in front of the viewing stand with the President in attendance.
The band had to send an audition tape of them playing and also marching to be accepted.  There was a large gathering of high school bands from around the country at the Washington Monument that the band participated in.  The band also got to meet the legendary Ted Williams who was staying at the same hotel in VA.  Ted was leaving and came over to listen to the band practice.  The last night the band went on a cruise up the Potomac with a stop at an amusement park.  The band went on a NYC cultural trip 2 years later.  The band saw a Broadway show "Fiddler On The Roof" with Zero Mostel, went sightseeing and ate at Mama Leone's, a famous Italian restaurant.  There was no festival or clinics, it was just for "culture"!  The band had about 40 members, it was very different from what the students today experience at MHS.  The halftime show consisted of making an L for Leominster and changing it around to an M for Marlborough, playing for the away team first, then the home team.  Victory was played when coming off the field.  It was pretty easy, nothing like the members do today.  (She likes what the band does now much better!)  Games were held every Saturday afternoon and every Saturday morning. At 9am, the band met at Kelleher Field to learn the show.  The band marched from the high school to the field and back (the middle school was the high school), no matter the weather.  Suzanne used to be a competitive twirler and was featured at halftime shows and was the first band member ever allowed to be in the band and be a majorette.

Suzanne's music involvement continued through and after high school performing with drum corps, locally, the Dukes of Marlborough where she became one of the first girls in the horn line in the country.  She went on to join the 27th Lancers, ranked 4th in the country that year.  Suzanne later became a professional dancer and danced in Boston, NYC and LA.  She danced with Michael Jackson, Paula Abdul and used to teach with Paula, in fact, Paula took class from her!  She was dance captain of the Broadway show Jesus Christ Superstar, did films, commercials and performed with concert dance companies on both coasts and credits her musicality in dance to the music education she received from the Marlborough Music department over the years.  She is very proud of all her children's outstanding music education in the Marlborough school system.
